12.2 (a) When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. 

        (b) When 5 to 8 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score. The Efsix class won’t allow a excluding of the worse score.

13 SUPPORT BOATS 
Support boats had to register themselves at the informationdesk no later than one hour before the first warning signal given that day. 

14 BERTHING 
Boats shall be kept in their assigned places in the boat park and in the harbour. 

15 Haul out restrictions
Yachts shall not be hauled during regatta days that are directly succeeded by another regatta day, except with and according to the terms of a prior written permission of the Race Committee.

16. Reserve 
17. RADIOCOMMUNICATION 
Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones. 

18. PRICES 
Prices will be given as follows: 

The winning boat in the Efsix and Sharpie class is the National, respectively Open Dutch Champion 2010 en shall receive the blue ‘verbondswimpel’. 

The winning boat in the RS Feva class is the Open Dutch Class Champion 2010 en shall receive the blue ‘verbondswimpel’.
